Students react to foreign policy 
E>

For over 200 years the 

United States has struggled 
to grant, preserve, and 
protect the rights of freedom 
and liberty for the people of 
the vrarldi RrsHfor its own 
oiUzena frndllt^ter for those In 
otiier countries" wlK> have-
either lost their freedom or 
wish to win it. 

The U:S. has stood firm 
against the threats of 
communism, violence, and 
political ' disorder. Many 
citizens have stood firmly 
behind them as soldiers, 
laborers, voters, and as 
supporters. And then many of 
us too have screamed 
protest, and refused to foliow 
our country's bidding. Right 
or wrong the Important 
blessing is ttiat we do have 
the choice to agree or 
disagree with our 
govemment'sacUons. 

Recently the Uhlted States 
has'iiecome.Involved In the 
multlnatlonai-peace-keeplhg 
force in Let>anoit. Our 
Presklenf assures us we have 
'ivital interest" in keeping 
peacelntheMkldleEast. 

President Reagan put It like 
this: "We are a nadon with 
global responsibilities. We 
are not somewt>ere else In 
the world p ro t^ ing 
someone else's interest. We 
are there protecting our 
o*n . " 

Reagan'seffort to convince 
Americans ttwt his nwtlves 
afo worthwhile sefems to be 
working according to 
students at Cllnoh .Valley 
College. 

In a student survey 
conducted by the Highland 
Cavalier, students were 
asked to express their 
opinion on their 

,fl<WWlippn»:9..,.., 'ofoJoK 

policies. 
When askedlif'the U.S. has 

just cause in partkslpallng In 
the Let>anon peace4(eeplng 
force, most students agreed 
that the U.S. does have a 
good reason for sending 
troops Into the MIddleEast. 
- One student oommentodr 
"AS'a<maJor wortdipovver the 
U.S. must take some 
responsibility to make peace 
in other countries In their 
fighting creates protiiems for 
us." Other students were not 
so positive and some even 
wondered "even if the U.S. 
does have just cause in 
partteipating In the peace­
keeping force. Is it worth 
sacriftelngAmerlcanlife?" 

Almost all GVG students 
surveyed want the U;S^ 
marines to stay In LetMinon 
even after the sulokle attack 
on the barracks In Octot>er 
which left 246 Americans 
dead. The real Issue for most 
students seems to be tfw 

.problem of protectlrig the 
U.S. Marine^ in Beirut, who 
have so far, as one student 
t>ut It, been "sItUng ducks." 
"Tt>o bombing of the 
American emtMSsy in Beirut 
six months before should 
have been a warning of the 
danger." Otirar comments 
were: "The U.S. sttould be 
alk>wed to retaliate now since 
they have already taken a 
heavy loss of'life," a i ^ "We 
shouldn't run ohtoken, but 
willweever be abl6ito:help a 
country-that can't even help 
Itself?" One student even fell 
that" we are wasting our time 
In a place where we're not 
even wanted." 

When questioned about 
the invasion of Grenada, CVC 
students still leaned. In favor 
of U.S. poltey. In an edltorlal 
run In tIteOcloiwr 28th editkMi 

of the Kingsport Times, this 
comment was madealMut the 
Grenada invasion. "The 
Invasion of Qrenada was a 
Just, humane, and necessary 
use of Amerk»n power." 
Although most students saki 
they woukl have to agree with 
this . statem^ti some 
expressed this sentiment, 
"anytime a k>ss of life Is 
Involved In a military aollon,:it 
canneverbehumane." 

An accusation by the Soviet 
Union lhal> the Qrenada 
Invasion exposed the U.S. as 
an agressor to the world 
aroused some protest from 
GVGstudents. 

On the whole, students 
belleve thelr country to'be a 
peacekeeper bent on 
protecting the Interest of 
democrats and freeinallons. 
There Is however, a mixed 
opinion on just how much 
President Reagan himself 
has affected American 
foreign policy. Alot of 
students .stand behind 
l a g a n ' s siKMWOf force. "We 
have to start showing the 
wiprld that'we're not just-talk 
and no action," and "The 
U.S. must make a show of 
fprceiftheyaregoingtostand 
firm agalnsta sdolStyiSovlet 
Union) that lust don't care 
about human life," were 
som'epftfie comments. 

On the other skle, several 
students accused Reagan 
himself of having lite 
agresslve nature the Soviet 
Unton had referred to"whk3h 
accordlng>tO!Bome students, 
has reflected Itself In his 
foreign polteles from the 
beginning." One student 
even believed "If we had" 
another President, the 
invasion of Qrenada would 
tiavenevertakenplace;" -

"In order for us to understand 
todays ecorwrny we have to 
look backover the last 10 to 20 
years," said Dr. Rtehard o. 
Sorensen, Dean at the 
College of Business at 
Virginia Tech. Sorensen. 
spoke to a group of students 
at a smsUi txisiness seminar 
last Wednesday night in the 
Chapel. 

Whenwetakea ck>sdrlook 
at the last 40 years, we can 
see that in all reality Inflation 
rates have t>een pretty k)w. 
"During the 1950<s the 

Inflatkxi rate was 1-2percerit, 
so businesses could 
determine Investments and 
inflation Wasn't a major 
factor." Sorensennotedthat 
inthe 1960'sinflalion was 4-S 
percent. And In the 1970!3, It 
reachedSpercent: 

Looking at this. Dr. 
Sorensen was able to stibw 
us what facotrs in oursoclety 
caused this doubling of 
prices every fouryears. 

The main problem being 
that "40 percent of the QNP 
(gross national product). Is

federal government." in 
reference to this, Dr. 
Sorensen noted that now of 
course Uiey may be making a 
lot df'gbbd deciskms for us. 
But, I thinkthatalotof people 
would ratfter spend that 
money themselves, rather 
than have sonDeone else 
sperxling it forthem." 
. These same people' often 
polntan accusing fingerat the 
Federal Government for our 
Federal Deposit. And this 
time they are quite right for 
the blame does go there. As 
explained by Dr. Sorensen, 
when he said "the federal 
government was fearful of 
taxing the American people 
to the point that ttiey'd be 
paying their own blli; Ttwy 
were fearful of taxing this 
generatkHi so what tfiey dkl 
was (o tax the next 
generation. And the way they 
did that was defteit 
spending," 

So to llnacethe deposi t the 
government haid, to tok 
t>uslnessesto(tx>nd!the detit 
through treasury bills. With 
the nexVresuittHaingiadose 

relationship between the 
deposit and the money 
supply-

There are currently many 
changes taking place whtoh 
should help this problem. 
And "some of the chariges 
that we are finding very 
positive are:;(1) the reduction 
of Inflat k>n;:(2) the Increase in 
industrial productk>n; and (3) 
the reduction' of 
unempioynwnt with the 
improved attendance of the 
work force." However, 
"tfiese are not enough to 
Insure that we are going to 
continue to see 
improvements In ' our 
economy." 

"Ih fact, there's onemajor 
problem tfrat we still face. We 
cannot predlce where it's 
going to take us. And it's 
going to depend upon the 
attention and role of the 
Federal Qovernment In 
providlnganew solution." 

In response to a question 
aSikingitoitheipossiblllty of a 
oorrelatlon>lmtweensthe'ratei 
of deflatton of moneys and the 
rate of deflation of grades. Dr. 

Sorensen replied "numy 
things are returning to basic 
values, and I Just hope that we 
can benefit from what has 
happened." 

Dr. Sorensen also 
commented on the future 
coordinatkHi of Economic 
programs between Clinch 
Valley Coliege, and Virginia 
Pblytechnks University. With 
the main objective being to 
"determine wliat the futureof 
thecountryls."
