For 
those who never pariiclpated In this event, it 
Is a cultural dinner (celebration where 
partlclpantstravelibybusitovariousihomes 
Imthe communltytobeiwlnedanddlned on 
scrumptbus foodsfrom many cultures, it 's a 
lovely experience, and achance for college 
students, alumnl,and faculty togettogether 
and share the spirit of the season: The 
whole Jhing ends with a gala gathering in 
Cantrell Hall where one can choose 
desserts from an unbelievable spread or 
share a cup of egg, nog with a friend; It's a 
festive, memorable, and happy occasion^ 
Well, I t lsn'tgolngtooccurthlsyear. 

WhyVThere are sswal i reasons. But the 
cancellation of Christmas Around the Worid 
brings to light what I conslder a dangerous 
precedent. Cultural activities and Pro Art 
are gradually taklngiaiback seat at CVC... a 
llbralartslnstitutlon. 

There are profoably.a few factors that have 
contributeditothe decline. Tt ieSQA's68% 
out lin iPiovArt !fui)dlngtitthls,^^\year oertalnly 
dMh^tlt0l|>> Ttie!l>r&<An om<ito 
percentage cut in the iNidgat - more tfian 
double theiamountoftheinexlhlghesl iout. 
Are prkiritles starling: to shill? Or are ilhe 
SGA'S actions a reflection of students' 
wishes? The question is, what's the 
messageandwho'ssendlngit? 

Then came the SGA!s withdrawal of 
funding for Christmas Around the World. 

When:theilnternatlonal<olub requested the 
usual ISOO^ailolment tocover decorations, 
gas for buses, fee for drivers, and clean-up 
money, the SQA made a proposition. 
Accordingito John<Kllgore, SQA.Presldent, 
the lnternational Club was to clean up after 
the Homecoming Dance on November 31 in 
exchange for the $500. The ihlernatlonal 
Club thought that w a s asking loo much in 
light of the fact that the next day .December 
1, was the day schelduled for Christmas 
Around the Worid. So; ho deal. Christmas 
Around the Worid would receive no fundingi 
frorh the SQA. This decision Was made 
before the ill-fated Pure Prairie League 
concert put the squeeze on SQAIunds. it̂  
happened before the band was even 
contracted. 

Perhapsithelnternatk>naliClubishouldn't 
have refused the deal: But did theiSQA do 
their share to support this Importantcultural 
tradition' With leas than 200 In; total 
attendance at the SQA sponsored' Pure 
Prairie Leagueooncert and almost the same 
number of students who partkilpated in 
Christmas Around the Worid laslysar,:one 
has to wonder If the SQA Is connectlngwilh 
sludentsand vice versa. 

Are there students and faculty who are 
Interested In theartsand have realized their 
Importance to CVCVThen get vocall Make 
support for the arts a campaign in upcoming 
SQA elections. Qst some campaign 
.promlaes andi oonarele commitments 

\ bafore U]e>ari8,aat>awept; uiider the rua> 
The opportunlties here for cultural aotivlly 
are quite Impressive; These are 
opportunities that should be capitalized on, 
bbthonan indlvldualand acoileoUve basis. 

It's golng to.take an active and lnlerested 
coalition ol'Students and faculty to save the 
arts at CVC.

Experiences reveal the importance o f tieiping

The following two brief 
anecdotes tell of tyvo 
unforgeUal>le personal 
experieiices which led to 
the saddest and happiest 
Christmas that I've ever 
known. 

The first happened many 
years ago, when I was llve 
or six years old; The winter 
in my Pennsylvania coal 
region town had been 
bitterty cold. My young 
frlends and^r were playing 
outside on the side porch 
o l thefaml lyhomeofoneof 
our group. Qradually, I 
became aware that one of 
the boys, Charies (A year 
or two okJer and much 
taller than the rest of us) 
was standing off to one 
side by himself. When 1 
approached him to see 
why, I noticed he was 
crying quietly. Since 
Charles and I were close 
friends, I was qukikly 
moved ' to concern and 
asked what was wrong. 
Charies replied that he had 
had ai loothaohe for,days 
and that tip though^ the,, 

tooth needed to be pulled. I 
asked virhy he dkln ' t tel l his 
parents and see a dentist. 
He replledilhat his parents 
knew atx>ut the tooth but 
the family had no money 
lor h imto g o t o adent lst . I 
ran home at once and 
asked my mother If we 
could pay for Charies' 
dental care. My mother 
told me, as gently as she 
could, that my lather was 
oul'of work and'wehad no 
money either. I cried 
bitteriy that Christmas, not 
understanding the 
complexities of 
u n e m p l o y m e n t , 
economtes, a n d ' social 
services. I only knew that 
my friend was suffering 
andicouldh' thelp. 

The second of my 
Christmas anecdotes 
happened several years 
ago In Big Stone Qap, 
Virginia. My wifeand I were 
going home for Christmas 
and we were talking 
excitedly and happily In 
anticipation of seelngi 
relatives and. sharing the. 
season with loved, .ones. 

Unexpectedly, (and 
perhaps somewhat 
miraculously>l noticed that 
a n d d man (helooked 105 
but was probatrty 75 or so) 
who'd been pulling a 
child's wagon, lull o fwood, 
had had the wagon 
overturn on him. The old

gentleman was very poorly 
dressed and it was obvious 
he needed the wopd to 
ward off the winter cold. 
The man was slight of build 
and appeared helpless to 
reload the wood on the 
wagon and continue 
pulling the load up thehl l l . l 
stopped my car at once, 
went to the old man, 
righted the wagon, 
reloaded the wood, t ied It 
wHh the string he had, and 
preparedio leave; Theo ld 
man tried to pay me with 
some small change he held 
out to me. I shook his hand 
instead, put my arm around 
his thin shoulders, and 
wished him a Merry 
Christmas; I then rtumed 
to my car.a warm tear of joy 
on my face, and we 
continued on our way, 
aglow in the warmth of a 
human contact the like of 
whichi 'dneverknown. 

The reader will decide 
for him or herself what the 
anecdotes Illustrate. For 
me, the.first story reminds 
me o i the Innocenoa and 
innate humaii goodness o l 

children and how they 
suffer at the misfortune of 
others, even moreso when 
the suffering continues 
and cannot be helped. 

The second story seems 
to demonstrate that money 
cannot always solve a 
protrtem. Perhaps more 
Importanth;. It shows that 
we need to be alert to the 
needs of olhefs. lf we are, 
we may find we have the 
opportunity toexper ience 
one of the greatest joys of 
our llves-happlness 
untainted by money, self-
interest, or even the 
knowledge of the Identity 
of the person we have 
helped. 

Both of my experiences 
produced tears, but very 
different tears: the first of 
sadness occasioned by 
Inability to help another, 
the second of the pure joy 
of helplngranother person 
In distress, seeing the 
warm smile of appreciation 
and love, and experiencing! 
the profound joy of being of 
servloe.to a iellow<t\umBn

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Eating disorders can be helped over the holidays 
MoBi students look forward 

to holiday vacations as a 
loyful time for reunions and 
large family meats; but, for 
people with eating disorders, 
these Insteadlimay lM times 
lor confrontatlonsi l ies, and 
paihfui anxiety. Bulimia, 
which iS' characterized by 
binge/purge behavior, and 
anorexia nervosa., a less 
common b u t related 
condition of self-starvation, 
are dangerous epidemics 
qfleotingi between.2S-33% of 
college-aged: women (also 

, many men). Under ordinary 
circumstances, their lives are 
dominated b y low self-
esteem, generalized fear, 
and obsessive thoughts-
alwut (food.- During the 
holidays, iiowever, these 
feellngsare liftenslfled- With 
a well-thoughtHMit plan and 
plenty of motivation, tthese 
Individuals can use thIS'tlme 
o i l to start a p r o - a m for 
recovery. 

Although the underiylpg 
ca uses vary, eatiiigdisordisrs 
typlcaliy begin for 
psychological reasons: and 
become addloHve. Most 
cases are women' with 
unreallsHcaliy high 
expectations o l 
achievement, especially 
concerning their own 
appaar«UKie>and'vralgM. The 

triggered jby;speclfte events, 
such as: moving away from 
home, releclton by a lover, or 
family pressures. The 
behavior often starts as a way 
of dieting or In reaction to a 

failed dlet..1t becomes a 
numbing, drugrlike coping! 
mechanism that provkles 
Instant relief for emotional 
.pain or boredom. BulimWs 
often binge on several 
thousand calories after 
eating what they feel to be 
one b l te toomany at.ameai. 
Since they iiava eaten more 
than they "shou ld " anyway, 
they go ahead and t>lngei 
knowing that they will later 
force themselvbslovofhit ior 
abuse laxatives. These 
purges confusebody.signals 
cau8lng>extremeiy low'blood 
sugar levels, electrolyte 
imbalances,.andicravlngs for 
more sugary foodii. This 
cycle perpetuates Itself, 
dangerously Mpsets normal 
digestion, and further 
complicates the original 
psychokjglcai reasons- for 
blnglng. 

Dr. Jean Rubel, president 
of Anorexia Nervosa and 
Related Eating Disorders 
(ANRED), a non-proAt 
organlzationtwhkih serves as 
a nattonai clearing-house of 
Information and: referrals, 
observes that collage 
students Commonly fall 
victim to food problems, 
"Students are vulnerable to a 
cycle of stresslnheirent In the 
Bbiioturefofitheachooi'yeaF.

"That student returns 
home, perhaps ' still 
preoccupied' with problems 
at school;' to find a different 
set of pressures and 
expectations awaiting. To 
further complicate matters, 
holMays are traditionally 
times of feasting: I;or 
someone who Is already 
terr l l iedofwelghtgain, whole 
craving rich food aftcfr a 
period of dieting, the 
prospect of spending time 
arourtd^ large amounts of 
easily available food is 
fr ightenlngindeed:" 

Students with food 
oiisessions can use: the 
holhlaykbreak from-schoQlito 
begin to get better, though 
recovery is rarely .quick or 
easy. Dr. Rubel recommends 
that students be aware ofithe 
pressures awaiting) thetp at 
home and make distailed 
plans for how to cope with 
them: They should set 
reasonalile goals for 
themselves, . such as 
planning) norwfoodi related^

avoiding specific Incidents 
that may trigger binges. She 
adds, " i f youdosl lpbabklnto 
a food behavtor, remind 
yourself it does not mean 
your plan is not effective: It 
merely showsyoii iaiplacettb 
makesome revlslonsisoiyoti 
can more easlly achlevs your 
goals." (ANRED, Box 5102; 
Eugene OR 07405. include s 
self-addressed, stamped 
envelope.) 

Most who are curecf find 
that the commlhnent to 
getUngibetter ismadeeasier 
with the Important first stepof 
confiding in someone who 
can help. Vacation tlme niay 
provkie the perfect setting for 
getting support from friends 

or family members, who are 
often underatanding and 
compassionate, d e s i r e :lhe 
sufferer's fearsof re lec t ton. 
However, evenVflthithethelp 
of loved ones, overcoming 
bulimia or anorexia nervosa 
may require professional 
therapy and medteal 
treatment: Without proper 
attention, the behavtorrdoes 
not suddenly end and can 
contlnueforallfeUni?.

Chris says he's a 
percuslonlst by heart. He 
started .playing dhims witen 
he was 13;and by the tbne he 
was 17, had picked; up the 
bass,.piano and'gultar. Chris 
has very little formalmuslcal 
training but taught himself 
how to play by ilistening 'to 
other people. Me said' he 
prefers this approach to 
learning because " I f you play 
by ear, every sound Is your 
teacher," and says that this Is 
theonlywaVtbiearnthe ideas 
andooiH>eptst>l)liln<iinusloi 

What's the product of ail 
this listening? Captive 
Audience — a good example 
of what happens when rock, 
and )azz meet to form afuslon 
sound that Isslmplyfabulous. 
Chria describes Captive 
Audlenoe bY saying that It 's 
an ' 'ec lect ic" album, 
"encompasslitgi Ifie broad 
musktal spectrum from A to 
B." All the composltfons on 
the album were not oii ly 
wrIHen by Chris, but 
performed by him also — 
SdIO; 

Chris explained that when 
he goes into the studio, he 
records the drums first and 
then goes back, instrument 
by instrument; andi'laya the 
other musk! over whathe has 
already done.

course, I'm no perfectionist. 
If I was j I'd never get anything 
done." So, while Iheaibum is 
not without faults, l l 'sa lsonol 
without pc'.sntlai and 
promise." " I feel it 's a good 
Indteator of future 
possibil i t ies." 

And! what doea Chris see 
for himself i n the future? 
Rather simply, he says, " I ' d 
rather concentrate on 
composing," He said he 
would like a career doing 
serious musical 
c o m p o s i t i o n s — p o s s i b l y 
film scoring.He also saM that 
In the near future, he would 
like to work with computer 
synthesis. That Is, 
programming a computer to 
playa series of synthesizers. 
He extlmates that 
' 'approximateiy40% of a l i tqp 
40 songs use ' this 
technnique." 

Even though you may not 
hearanyofChris 'songslnthe 
top 40, you may hearhis name 
a lot more often Inithe fulure. 
Chris sakl that one of his 
goaiis Is to do something 
Innovative In the music world.

acUvllles, citizenship and 
servkse to the school, and 
promlseof future usefulness. 
Cbnipleted forms were 
returned t o ' Margie 
Sohoenewald, who tallied the 
results; the names that 
appeared most frequently 
were nominees for Who's 
Who. Therewasno standard 
for the conskteratlon of 
students' grade point 
averages; that aroused the 
controversy. 

Some ieel'that the process 
ls"a popularity contest ," 
becauseof the non-academtc 
guldellneaifor the nominees. 
Allen Wallace, who was 
selected this fall, saM, "The 
thought of people (those Who 
received memorandums) 
select lngten names, andthe 
ones that: show up Ihe 
most...It's a popularity 
contest." ShouM students' 
g.p.a.'s be a conskJeraUon? 
Harry . "Bo" Stuart, Who was 
also selected, sakl, " I think 
g.p.a. should b e ' a 

conslderatk>n...lt should 
have a big bearing on who's 
decided. I think the grades 
should be more Important." 
At Wallace concluded, "most 
definitely, I think it should be 
aconsMeratlon." 

Another student selected 
this fall, John Pope, la 
satisfied with the gukiellnea 
by whteh students were 
lodged. John feels that 
conslderatkmof grades niay 
beunfa l r tocommulers i who 
may not get as Involved as 

residents. " I can't think of 
any other way it (the selection 
process) could be^dsne , " 
John explained. 

BettyFarmer, whowasalso 
selected this fall; believes 
that consideretlori of 
students' grade point 
averages Is probably 
Inherent In the nomlhatlon 
process. She feels thatabove 
average g.p.a's must be 
maintained when students 
arelnleadershipposltlons.'
