Proposed financial aid 
cutbacks a mixed blessing

If passed by Congress this 

week, thecutbacksproposed 
by the Reagan administration 
for financiiil aid to college 
stijdents may prove to be a 
mixed blessihgifor relathrely 
Inexpensive colleges. 
College students hoping to 
attend an expensive college 
may be forced to attend a 
moderately-priced college 
Instead. However, under the 
proposed! guMellnes many 
other students that depend 
on financlalald toa l tend the 
lessiexpenslve collegesimay 
not beable taaf ford tb.go to 
collegeatall. 

Reagan's first proposal, a 
4;000 dollar llmH on the 
financial aid that a student 
can receWd, could potentially 
hurt many unlversiliea^ Elite 
universities probably won' t 
be effected as much liecause 
thestudentswhdattendthem 
are not as dependent on 
Federallllnanolal ald as much 
as olher students^ However, 
the vast majority of colleges 
and unhrarsltiss will feel the 

• hnfMol -becBuse-most. of .the 

students who attend these 
InstltutkHis are dependent on 
some form oi Federal 
financial aid. 

Reagan's third proposal, 
whkih wouM limit financial aid 
to student kians for families' 
earning an adjusted gross 
income of 25,000 dollars or 
more, falls to take Into 
consklerallon those families 
thalhave several'Sludents in 
college and therefore might 
need more than a 2,500 dollar 
loan per student. Conskler 
this prospect: a family with an 
adjusted gfoss Income of 
27.000 dollars and three 
students enrolled In a college 

.costing S;000 dollars each, 
with a total llnanolal aid 
package of 7,600 dollars 
combined In student loans. 
This would leave an an 
additional 7^500 dollars to be 
pakf up front out of the pocket 
of a family already In debt 
7,500 dollars Instudentloans 
foreachyearofenroiiment. 

Fteagan's fourth proposal! 
if left untouched by 
GongresB, could have a 

. setlDUA eflealioo jQnrAllmenl 

at many universities. Under 
the proposals families that 
earn an adjusted gross 
Income of 32;600 dollars or 
more would not quallfy.forany 
financial aid - not even 
government loans^ This last 
proposal, and also the first 
and third, may force many 
students to atliand less 
expensive ooliegea. 

A redlstrtbulion of students 
Into.less expenslveicolleges 
Is all that .wlll result hrom.the 
outbacks, some analysts 
claim. However, If the outs 
were to be passed essenllally 
untouched by Congress, 
enroilment'for the nation as a 
whole could dirastlcally 
decline. A substantial cut In 
any f ederatly.funded program 
can have serious 
consequences, as the 
closing of ' over 21700 
cafeterias In publto schools 
last year resulting Irom outs 
In the school lunch program 
indkiatas. College students 
have until the <66-<87 
academic year to preparelor 
thecutstbcomelnloel leot.

ProfessoriMiohaeilO'Donnell 
presented <hls paper 
"NorUiern^lrishiEsqulsse" at 
the faculty-colloquium In the 
Cliapel of All Faiths. 

Mir. O'Donnell began his 
esquisse. or sketch, byglvinp 
a geographical outline of; 
irelandl He continued by 
characterizing the people 

andlhelrhlstory. 
O'Oonneil commentedithat 

Ihe lrishlin America are often 
notedtfor thelroulspokeness 
anditendencyto be outgoing; 
Injreiand. Iwwever. the<lrish 
are rather reserved. The-
oulspokeness is perhaps a 
result of the difficulties the 
Irish were forcedito deal with 
when they Immigrated to 
America. He also slaled that 
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Ihelrishiarethe-flrst'.toilaligh 
atior lo criltelze themselves: 
probably so no one else will 
have thechance. 

O'Donneiligave a historical 
'outline of the British 
involvement In Ireland. 
Around 1187-1170. an Irish 
chieftan'siwlfe<was abducted 
byanotherlrish ohieflan. The 
Irish chleftan whose wife was 
kidnapped Invited the British 
into Ireland to assist him In his 
efforts to'recapture his wife. 
The British remain^ in 

Northern Ireland lolhisday. 
Irish uprisings often begin 

as a force, but unfortunately 
they often end up in lragedy. 
sakfO'Donnell. 

O'Donnell said that while 
Northern Ireland Is 
predominantly Protestant, 
the Southern Irish are Very 
traditional. conservative 
Roman Catholics. He went on 
tbidescribe the five principle 

'groups inhabiting Ireland 
today. These are the 
Northern Protestants, the 

free republic (Southern Irish) 
Catholics. the Catholic 
Inhabitants of the North, 
those who wish to emerge 
Southern and Northern 
Ireland, and the British 
government. 

Mr. O'Donnell grew up in a 
small Irish town in 
Pennsylvania. He said that he 
has had a keen Interest in 
Irish history and culture all ol 
his life. O'Donnel leaches 
French and Irish studies here 
ate v . e .

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Geology group views Ohio glacial geography 
By Sharon Daniels 

The weakend-OI April'12-14 
was not an ordinary one for 
fourteen CVGistudents. They 
gaveupSprlnglesl^and'Olher 
campus acllvllieS' to take a 
l lekinr lplo Ohio wlth Dr. Phil 
Shellon^ Geology 102 
professor, tosludylheglacial 
geology o l southwestern-find 
central Ohio. 

One purpose o l the trip was 
to study a broad valley east of 
Portsmouth which was 
created byan ancient body of 
water, the Teays River. The 

present scioto Hiver now 
flows In a portion of the old 
Teays River channel, which 
once flowed northward from 
Virginia across West Virginia 
and Ohio, and then westward 
to the Mississippi.River. The 
other purpose was lo'search 
out evIdenceS'Of^past glacial 
acliononlheOhlolandscape. 
Glacial geology cannot be 
studied locally since glaciers 
did not reach this iar south. 
The last Ice sheet le l l Ohio 
onlyabOut 15:p00years ago. 

II Is one thing to see 
ptetures of fossils In a 

iexit>ook.^and'to seepiciures 
of kames. eskers, . and 
kettles, physical evidences 
of the great glaciers which 
coveredimosloMhe northern 
United Slates in the 
Pleistocene ice age. which 
betfan some 2 million years 
ago. It Is quite anotherithing to 
find'fossllis for yourself, or to 
dlg your ownipldce of pebble 
conglbmerale from an old 
gravelipit.and.to hoid ln your 
hand the evidence that a 
glacieroncesalonlhatspot. 

Kames and eskers look like 
low hiils.'Or short ridges, but 
when you are in formerly 

glaciated areas, you may be 
looking at landscape humps 
created by pebbles and 
boulders left behind when a 
glacier melted, and now 
covered by vegetation. 
Kamesand eskershavebeen 
heavily util ized-In the 20th 
Century - lor economic 
purposes: the quarrying ol 

Sravel. In SouUi west Virginia, 
'you see asmall.rourKf pool 

o l water, you may be fairly 
certain It Is a pond dug for 
farm or other use: but In 
glaciated areas, II may be a . 
depression called a ketlle. 
formed by a disintegrating 

mass of glacier ice which has 
dalachedlromiihe malnbody 
and been buried in the drift. 

Despite the hazards 
invovlad in traveling in the 
usually unrellabe old red CVC 
bus (on this trip, the clutch 
failed In a small town at 9:30 
p.m.l), and despite the slight 
discomlorls of "camping 
out" lor two.nights, the trip 
was certainly worthwhile. 
Textbooks cannol portray the 
physical features o l 
processes whteh-shaped the 
world as adequately as can 
"handsK>n" study.

When Robert Mercure, 
Virginia Division of Forestry 
local forest warden, first 
asked me in March If I'd like to 
help him fight a forest fire, I 
had reservatlons. First, liliad 
two tests the following 
morning tor which I needed to 
study. Second, I had'vlslons 
of billowing smoke that might 
suffocate me, and of burning 
trees crashing down all 
around us; If I were to be 
foolish .enough to become 
Invohred: 

" M y father Is a volunteer 
f i reman—what would he 
think'if 'l d idn' t go?" I asked 
myself; "IMIi be helping out 
the forest and the 'cr i t ters." I 
rationalized. . "Besides, I 
need the money," and that 
settled myuneasy mind; I was 
going. After fouror five hours 
of driving, waiting, plaitning, 
and raking, the fire was 
contained, and we were on 
our.wayhomeal6:00a.m. 

Our fireflghting crew from 
Clinch Valley College that 
night included Colleen 
Ghristjohn, Robert Mercure, 
JohnShaler, Greg Woodson, 
and myself. As with most 
forest flrss In Southwest 
Virginia, the problem we 
laced) was to contain^ the 
fire — not to put out the fire 
as Is the case with house 
fires. The method employed 
10 contain a forest fire 
Involves putting In place a 
" l i n e " away from the fire 
Itself, with the Intent of 
trapping the lire Inside an 
area to be sacrlflced ln order 
to save the rest of the fores t. A 
leaf blower mounted on a 
backpack Is used lo blow 
away material In a narrow line, 
with workers folk>wlng 
behind to rake away leaves 
down to the topsoil and 
remove fallen trees from the 
line. Oftena "backl lghter" is 

ullllzed to fight the raked 
leaves, following the line 
downthehlll,8othatwhenthe 
main fire reaches the line, 
there will be:less " f u e l " and 
reduced possibility that the 
flrewill jump the line. 

Several Clinch Valley 
College students other than 
those previously mentioned 
have also fought forest fires 
this year for the Virginia 
Division ot Foresty: Ubby 
Davis, Cathy Kallna, tevt is 
Kalina.

"Primarily to protect the 
hardwoods; wllh Reagan
