Knight said the proposed increases were 
considentbly'less than predicted. He also 
noted that the coUqe is required by law to 
increase out-of-state nddoa by three times of 
what in-state tnidon rises. 

The increase in fees would include funds 
for women's softball and voUeybail teams. 
Student Services, the football program, and 
the intemural and intramural athletic ad­
ministrations. Student fees are used to pay 
for student activities>not covered by tuition. 

When faced with yet another budget cut, 
^^iginia coUege presidents told the General 
Assembly that they would not be able to 
manege their institutions with such cuts, 
according'to Knight 

la return, the presidents requested an in­
creased amount of financial aid for their 
students. 

CVC will receive an increase of about 80 
percent for financial aid next year. Knight 
said GVC got a larger percentile increase 
than other institutions because i t has more 
students with need. 

The increased flnancial aid wiU be avail­
able to Virginia students only. However, 
Knight pointed out that̂ any increase in aid 
ultimately helps evetyone. 

According to Knight, the admittistratioa is 
anticipating a 2.75 percent coback for nen 
year. The college has included ftuids in i u 
proposed budget to cover such a cut 

Reqnested'projea funds were denied when

Students will have to piqr 7.8% more to 
attend summer sessions at CVC this year. 
AcconUqg to Clayton Willis, Business 
Manager, tuition has risen Irom $64 per 
hour $69 per hour. The reglstretion f ee of 
$5 will remain the same. On-campos 
residents will have two shell out two more 
dollars, elevating last year's residewyfee 
of $50 to $52 per week. 

Willis s ^ the higher tuition rate is the 
result of numerous cut-backs. He added 
that CVC has suffered three laige cm-
backs with.6« additional cutbacks. The 
tuidoa Uke is necessaty, WilUs says, in 
order to'^makeup for losses" so that 
programs operating now will not have to 
be cut 

Although $98,000 has been i^ipraved 
for state scholatshqts, the financial aid 
<^ce reports that only the summer Pell 
Grant may be applied to summer session 
cosu i f the student demonstrates need. 
Students must first apply for finandal aid 
to qualify for the summer Pell. Students 
must also be taking at least six hours in the 
suDuner to qualify. The financial aid office 
sagrs that form processing lakes approxi­
mately six weeks, so students should plan 

ahead so that the documents will be in the 
office in time to pay for summer tuition.

A major new book on Thomas Mferson has been written by Dr. Garrett W. Sheldon, a 
CUnch Valley O^ege pntf essor. 

EmiUed The PoUtieal Pbiloso^yotTboauu JeOenoa, the book will be published this 
summer by The Johns Hopkins Universi^ Press. It is the most comprehensive study of 
Jefferson's political thought yet written. Universi^ of CaUfomia hiitotiao John Diggens calls 
i t "an outstandiiig contribution to Jeftenon scholarship.' 

Sheldon's book examines the Mstotical development of Jefferson's political theory, from 
the Cotottial period to the American Revolution to the founding of the American Republic. 

The book also addresses an oogoiqg dd>ate in Earty American scholarship over the 
respective influences of Lockean liberalism and Classical Republicanism on eighteenth 
century political ideas, and show how Jefferson actually combined the two philosopUcat 
perspectives. As luch, the forthcoming volume will have an impact on Jefferson, Virginia and 
Bariy American studies.

Sheldon, 36, is Associate Prof esscr of PoUiical Sdeace and chair of the Social Science 
DepartmentatClinchValleyColl^ectftheUniversi^ofViiginiaiamse. He has taught at 
CVC since 1983 and is the author <tf three other books, neHtju^orPoUtictlThicry, 
ReSgioa tad Pomes, and (ferthcomijv) ThePomett ThoaghtafJoba Ttylor.
